most). He starts out with a blank mounted in a

chuck and roughed out |t
56 | ong. Hi s orientatii
hat will run almost through the center or pith of the
log and the top or crown is closest to the bark.
Typically one log section can be used to make twp

hats.

He gradually trims the blank to the rough

and the top of the hat is on the headstock
side. Lloyd works on the hat itself by making
it smaller while keeping the brim the corregt
diameter. He gradually reaches the size of
the hat he needs, then works back to the

brim. Lloyd recommended leaving a slight
ridge just in front of the chuck jaws to protect your tools from coming in con

tact with the jaws themselves.

He forms a curve from the brim to the crown of
the hat and leaves enough
support the brim while he is

completing that part.

Lloyd gave us a complete demo on making hats from
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WoodenHats ( cont 0d)

When cutting the brim, make the outer edge the
thickness desired while working on only the outer
 most portion. The thickness is established by cutting
from the center to the outside to thin the brim, yet

leaving enough middle to keep the piece stable.

Then the middle is removed just like removing the
center of a bowl. Once he is deeply into the inside of
the hat, he finishes with a heavy scraper to get the correct shape and thickness.

Here it is very important to take light cuts.

To determine the right thickness, Lloyd uses a light behind the piece so he can deter-

mi ne how even of a cut he is getting. Thi
piece to end up as a |l ampshade because |yol
have.

After you have reached the final shape, re-
move the piece and reverse chuck it. Use
the tailstock to hold the hat onto a jam chuck
or the actual chuck if it fits and carefully re-
move the tenon. Again a light is helpful to

give you the correct thickness.

After all of the work has been completed, you can put the hat in boiling water for 45
min to soften the wood. A clamp can be applied to bend the rim to desired shape

and left to dry for a few days.
