Last year the Quad Cities Arts asked us to provide them with several pieces from our 

club to be displayed in the Moline Airport for this November and December.

Items can be purchased by them with a percentage of the sale price 

going to the Arts Council and the remainder to the woodturner.   

The show will be a juried exhibit which means entries will be judged by a local artist 

familiar with similar items as to which will be displayed. Details follow on the entry pro-

cedure.   

Any changes, additions, or corrections to these guidelines will be at the dis-

cretion of the QCWT Board of Directors.  

An entry form similar to the one on the opposite page will need to be filled out by 

each person submitting an entry and up to eight items may be submitted.  Items for 

the display may be brought to the DeSoto Arts Building (club meeting area) on  

Thursday, Sept 23 from 3-8pm and Friday 8 to noon. 

Items will be selected by an independent (non club member) judge Friday afternoon, 

Sept. 24.  This is closed to our general club membership to facilitate the selection 

process.  Items may be photographed and listed by the judge and/or his team for 

documentation for the show. 

After the selection process is completed, items will need to be picked up between  9 

AM to noon at the club location.  Members will be responsible for picking up their 

own items from the DeSoto Arts building. 

If your items are selected, you will need to deliver them at a later time to the Quad 

City Arts personnel for the exhibition at the airport.
